Assignment:  Read the following information about CTAP and the Online CTAP2 I-assessment and then complete the online survey, “Technology Proficiency Assessment,” which you will find at http://ctap2.iassessment.org. When you are done, copy your completed Proficiency Chart summary into a Word document, and then hand it in to your instructor on Thursday. Note: this assignment only requires you to complete the “Technology Proficiency Assessment,” not the “Technology Use Survey.”
What is CTAP? The California Technology Assistance Project in conjunction with CDE (California Department of Education) and teacher credentialing for the state of California are working in partnership to create technology standards for teachers, administrators, and for students.  You will find the Proficiencies for California Teachers in Technology at this link.  What is CTAP2 and the iassessment
 As part of CTAP, CTAP2 is a free, online technology skills self-assessment that is provided for educators by the California Department of Education. The acronym stands for “California Technology Assistance Project – California Technology Assessment Profile.” 

 CTAP2 is available for use by public and private school employees across the state (certificated, classified, and administrative). The CTAP2 survey consists of two main parts: the Technology Proficiency Assessment and the Technology Use Survey. The Technology Proficiency Assessment consists of nine sections, which cover the nine main technology skill areas: General Computer Knowledge and Skills, Internet, Email, Word Processing, Publishing, Databases, Spreadsheets, Presentation Software, and Instructional Technology. Because it would take an estimated 90 minutes to complete the entire Proficiency Assessment in one sitting, it is recommended that the sections be completed individually over several sittings. As each section is completed, the user may view their personal Proficiency Chart, which displays their proficiency level (Introductory, Intermediate, or Proficient) for each of the skill areas. As the user’s technology skills become more advanced through training, classes, workshops, peer coaching or practice, the user may update their survey responses to reflect their improve proficiency level. 

Note that the Technology Use Survey asks questions that are specifically related to the users' current classroom uses of technology. Because of this, it is only available to users who have identified themselves as “certificated” staff. 

 CTAP2 is an invaluable tool for assessing site and district technology training needs. Districts may designate site and district account managers, who will be granted “administrative rights” for the purposes of viewing and printing the charts and reports of site and district CTAP2 data. It is important to note that individual proficiency levels are ONLY viewable by the user. Site and district reports include only the compiled data and do not report individual user results. 

The CDE recommends that all school staff members complete (or update) their CTAP2 surveys at least once per year. The CTAP2 web site is http://ctap2.iassessment.org
