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Final Synthesis-Lesson Plan
Subject:  History – Social Science

Grade Level:  3rd Grade

Summary of Project:  Students will explore the customs, folklore traditions, physical geography, and identities of the Iroquois Indian Nation. They will be working in cooperative learning groups and rotating through the various centers.  

Content Standards:

2.0 Writing Applications

2.0 Students will write compositions that describe and explain familiar objects, events, and experiences.

Student Directed Component:  Students will begin by sitting on the carpet.  Teacher will check for prior knowledge by asking questions about Native Americans.  Teacher will write student comments on a K-W-L chart under K for knowledge students know.  Teacher will ask what they want to learn and record it under the W column on the chart.  Teacher will then show a map prop and introduce the Iroquois Nation by identifying where they live and asking a student to come up and place a yellow flag with their name on it.  Teacher will introduce Iroquois vocabulary that describes clothing, hunting tools, musical instruments, traditions, and customs.  Using realia, props, and pictures the vocabulary will be written on sentence strips and attached to the teaching aides.  Students will repeat the vocabulary.  Teacher will check for understanding by pointing to the items or having students hold up an item, and the class responds with the vocabulary word.

Collaboration Component:  Students will work in small cooperative groups.  They will choose an element of the Iroquois nation. Students will research clothing, traditions/music, folklore tales, or food/region.  The students may use the internet to explore the below websites for information.  They can use the various CD’s to listen to music.  Various books, maps, and realia will be available.  Students will write their findings using the computer to make Power Point slide show presentation.  They will share their slide shows with the class.
Technology Component:  Students will access various websites to conduct their research.

Assessment or Evaluation:  Students will create a Power Point Slide Show presentation.  A rubrics will be created from one to four.  The rubric will focus on how well the students worked cooperatively together, how well they covered the topic area, and the creativity of the presentation.
